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OVERVIEW 
The purpose of this addendum is to inform you of a change to the main power wiring that is not covered in current 
versions of the following instruction manuals: 

• 0901082 Revision D 
• 0901098 Revision A (29366/0403/0104) 

The change in the main power wiring is the addition of a terminal block and fusing that upgrades the dispenser to 
comply with CSA requirements. This only affects the main power connection and signal connections do not change. 

INSTALLATION 
(1) Check the voltage of the main power source and make sure that it matches one of the three available input 

voltages (115/208/230 VAC). 

(2) Remove all power from the dishwasher. 

(3) Connect leads from the main power source to the appropriate terminals on the wiring barrier (live wire needs to 
be hooked up to the WHT HOT terminal and the neutral to the BLK 115 VAC terminal for a 120V set up). 

(4) Connect a ground wire from an appropriate ground connection at the main power source to the earth ground 
terminal on the metal wiring barrier bracket. Use a ring terminal on the ground wire and ensure that both ground 
wire terminals are securely fastened on the bracket grounding post.
